A. Prepare substrates using manufacturer's recommended methods.

B. Do not install until substrates have been properly prepared and deviations from manufacturer's recommended tolerances are corrected. 

C. Commencement of installation constitutes acceptance of conditions.

3.3 INSTALLATION

A. Install in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.

B. Do not cut cladding to fabricate trim; use trim components.

C. Seal around penetrations. 
D. Paint exposed cut edges, blemishes, and unfinished exposed fasteners with siding manufacturer's touch-up paint.

3.4 ADJUSTING AND CLEANING

A. Remove damaged, improperly installed, or otherwise defective materials and replace with new materials.

B. Clean finished surfaces according to manufacturer's written instructions.

3.5 PROTECTION

A. Protect installed products until Substantial Completion.

B. Touch-up, repair or replace damaged products.
